Thallus net like, consisting of filaments with often 2to 3 rows of cells enclosed within a mucilaginous sheath, filaments joined variously to form a net.  Cells oval to oblong, with a distinct cell wall and hyaline mucilaginous sheath, a plate like plastid apparently without a pyrenoid, two large glistening highly refractive spherical leucosin bodies occpy the two ends of cells. Reproduction unknown.

Habitat: Epiphytic on the leaves of  Utricularia sp. in a pond at Manjakuttai, Yercaud. (Ref:Indian Hydrobiology. Vol 7; No.1&2   p. 235-247 ;  Aug.2004)
