Phycopeltis  lobata Chandra

Thallus adpressed to the adaxial surface of  the leaves  of orchids.  Many brownish  spots  of all sizes  throught the leaves.   Thallua irregularly lobed, oblong longer than broad,   625 mm long 250 to 312.5 mm broad.  Central cells not clear.  But some of the colonies in which groups of 6 central cells 8.25 to 13.2 mm long which are polygonal and somewhat lobed, give rise to dichotomy. The radiating filaments show unequal growth giving rise to formation of lobes; filaments dichotomously branched, but become irregular when adjoining lobes meet with each other.  Cells compactly arranged , broad, 

6.6 to 23.1mm long and 5 to 9.9 mm broad.  Marginal cells not bifid,  cylindrical to 

polygonal,  16.5  to 29.7  mm long, 6.6 to 13.2 mm broad.
