  Phycopeltis verrucosa Chandra 

Thallus adpressed to the adaxial surface of  the leaves  of a few orchids occurring as white Spots; larger, fewer, present in the midrib, absent towards  base and the apex of the leaves.  Minte brownish  patches  scattered throught the leaves.   Thallua circular, smooth, regular, 200 to 250 mm in  diameter.  Radiating filaments regular, dichotomously branched, with cylindrical cells, compactly arranged 6.6 to 13.2 mm long, 3.3 to6.6 mm broad.  All the marginal cells bifid, 9.9 to 16.5 mm long and 3.3 to 6.6 mm broad.  All the colonies  with orange coloured cell contents, sporangia intercalary and sessile; young sporangia scattered and in linear chains, sessile, two to many in each chain, 6.6 to 13.2 mm long and 5 to 11.6 mm broad.  Mature sporangia scattered as well

As in linear series, spherical, 13.2 mm in diameter.  Some of  them show one to two spine

Like projections in their walls.
