Plants epiphytic, forming orange red cushions on the root buttresses of Grevillea robusta.  

Filaments branched, showing differentiation between prostrate and erect branches.  Prostrate system very short composed  of a few cells only, erect branches alternate, sometimes unilateral, and at long intervals.  Primary branches golden yellow in colour 

With glistening starch grains in their vegetative cells, secondary branches thinner, and 

Greenish in colour.  Cells cylindrical, 26.4 to 33 mm long and 19.6 to 23.1mm broad.  

Chloroplasts in a vertical row, discoid.  Apical cells obtuse.  Sporangia  rare. Both

Terminal and lateral , spherical, sessile, 13.2 to 16.5 mm in diameter.

Habitat: On the root buttresses of Grevillea robusta near Yercaud lake at an altitude of
